POLICIES

Reversing NSWFB vehicles

This instruction rescinds In Orders 1999/7, Reversing fire appliances.

The driver of a NSWFB vehicle must obtain the assistance of another person when reversing the vehicle.  The driver must operate the vehicle at an appropriate speed to reduce the chance of collision and ensure safety.

In accordance with In Orders 2001/9, Safe driving practices, section 7, Control of appliances and vehicles, the most senior person in the vehicle is responsible for ensuring compliance with this instruction, but everyone present is responsible for ensuring assistance is given.

The person assisting with reversing must take care to remain in full view of the driver.  If the driver can no longer see the assistant they must immediately stop the vehicle until contact is re-established.  Consider using a hand held transceiver to improve communication with the driver if necessary.

The only exception is where the driver is on their own and there is no suitable person available to assist. In this case the driver must exercise all possible caution to avoid collisions with people or objects, and get out of the vehicle to check the intended path, if safe to do so.

Reporting accidents involving NSWFB vehicles

Station Commanders and supervisors must complete an Agency member motor vehicle claim form for all accidents involving NSWFB vehicles, including fire appliances, and submit it to their Duty Commander or manager with a covering memo explaining how the accident occurred.

The Duty Commander or manager must undertake an initial investigation of the accident to determine if any action is required.

The Agency member motor vehicle claim form must then be forwarded to the Fleet Management Unit who will process the insurance claim.

If the accident involved an injury, illness, exposure or near miss, a Notification of injury, illness, exposure or near miss form must also be submitted.

PROCEDURE

Direct supply of bushfire/safety goggles

1.
Introduction

The current issue of bushfire/safety goggles has been replaced by two new styles of Uvex ‘Firefighter’ goggles.

Both styles of goggle have a fire-rated head strap, polycarbonate clear lenses with a scratch-resistant coating on the outside, and an anti-fog coating on the inside.

· Style 1: Goggle Ultrasonic Fireman’s, Model No 9302-342. These goggles have a replaceable lens and sleek design. They are not suitable for people with thin or small shaped heads and cannot be worn over prescription spectacles.

· Style 2: Goggle Fireman’s Type 2 HC AF, Model No 9301-342. These goggles have a non-replaceable lens but can be worn by all firefighters, having the added benefit of being compatible when worn over prescription spectacles.

These goggles are now available through the Direct Supply of Consumable Stores Contract using ESCAT and need only be ordered as a replacement item for damaged goggles currently in service.

Application

Bushfire/safety goggles form part of the bushfire and rescue uniforms. They should be carried and worn when working in smoke or other areas where eye injury or irritation is possible. They are also used as safety goggles when operating cutting tools, heavy rescue machinery, or treating casualties who are bleeding.
