Fuel container colour code and tags

1.
Background

FRNSW has adopted the standard fuel container colours recommended by the Australasian Fire and Emergency Service Authorities Council (AFAC). Due to the long service life of fuel containers, Australian and New Zealand agencies have agreed to a 20 year transition from existing arrangements to the new colour code. In the interim, tags may be attached to existing fuel containers to identify the contents.

Procedure

Fuel containers should only be replaced when they become unserviceable. Station Commanders should ensure that tags are attached to the handle of all fuel containers by Wednesday 31 August 2011. 

Fuel containers must only be used to carry the substance identified by the container’s colour code. Fuel tags must not be used to contradict a container’s colour code. Stations should not repaint existing fuel containers to comply with the new code.

Fuel tags and replacement fuel containers in the new colours are now listed on ESCAT and can be ordered via Zone Offices with an issue voucher.

Key bag seals must only be used to secure key bags and are not a substitute or alternative for SIMS seals.

Stations should estimate and order their annual requirement. Seals are supplied in lots of 100 and a discount applies to larger orders. Where stations expect to use significantly less than 100 seals per year, the Zone Office should maintain a local stock of seals and distribute as required. Stations that do not use key bags should not stock key bag seals.
