PROCEDURE

Structural firefighting boots - resolving wearing problems

This instruction rescinds paragraphs 11.5.1 and 11.5.2 of the Recommended practice for wearing of uniforms and personal protective equipment (PPE).

Structural firefighting boots contain a number of safety features that may cause some initial discomfort to wearers.

If the discomfort continues, or if you experience persistent pain, you must follow the steps outlined in the Structural firefighting boot troubleshooting flowchart, available on Station Portal, to resolve the issue.

All issues must be reported through your supervisor in accordance with the flowchart.

A NSWFB footwear analysis form is available on Station Portal to assist firefighters and supervisors to help determine whether the issue is a medical issue or a sizing issue.
