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Operational Capability Framework
The Operational Capability Framework has been published on the Intranet.

Key points

· Operational capability statements describe FRNSW’s ability to deliver a service (eg incident management, firefighting, rescue, hazmat, community safety) within a specified time and sustain that service delivery for the time required.

· The Operational Capability Framework is a methodology that makes explicit the links between the services FRNSW delivers and the inputs required to deliver the services (eg people, training, equipment, maintenance services, doctrine).

· FRNSW uses the Operational Capability Framework to monitor and continuously improve its services to the community.

Who needs to read this policy?

All executives, managers and Zone and Area management teams need to understand the Operational Capability Framework. All staff are encouraged to read the policy.
