Procedures

Private parking on FRNSW Premises 

The Private Parking on FRNSW premises procedure has been reviewed and is now available on the Intranet.  The new version contains some minor changes to existing arrangements such as updates to links and contacts numbers.   

Key points

The revised procedure;

1. Describes the circumstances of when staff or visitors can park private vehicles at FRNSW owned or leased premises
2. Private vehicle means any motor vehicle, motorcycle or trailer which is not owned or leased by FRNSW.
3. Staff should seek advanced approval to park a private vehicle on FRNSW premises unless site specific arrangements exist such as the Corporate Head Office site in Greenacre.

4. Permission to park may be granted at the reasonable discretion of the Station Commander or site manager for employees driving trucks or any vehicle used for commercial purposes.
5. In the case of a private vehicle not granted permission to park, FRNSW will write to the employee outlining the reasons and provide the employee with an opportunity to respond.

6. FRNSW maintain discretion to refuse permission to park if they are not satisfied the vehicle is suitable to park on FRNSW premises or when otherwise required by the National terrorism public alerts procedure. 
7. Retained Firefighters responding to a fire station in a commercial vehicle connected to their primary employment have permission to park.
Who needs to read these documents?

This applies to both firefighting and corporate staff.
